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The aim of the ICT & Computing faculty at Alces-

ter Academy is to provide all students with a 

broad, balanced & aspirational curriculum, deliv-

ering the three strands of computer science, infor-

mation technology, and digital literacy. Students 

arrive in year 7 with a wide range of levels of ex-

perience with using ICT in their previous schools. 

The challenging key stage 2 to 3 transition, and 

the wide variety of starting points for students is 

quickly addressed at the beginning of year 7. The 

schemes of work delivered throughout key stage 3 

then enable students to experience a wide range 

of different scenarios, addressed using appropri-

ate software. Students develop their analytical 

and problem solving abilities, with the aim of be-

coming active participants in the ever changing 

digital world around them.  

All lessons in ICT are presented through the 

Google Classroom platform, which enables stu-

dents to access teaching resources easily & effi-

ciently. Throughout key stage 3, students com-

plete a range of interactive homework tasks each 

week using Google Classroom, and other creative 

problem solving activities, including the 

ôcomputer science essentialsõ course on code.org. 

All projects are continually assessed throughout 

the year, and pupils receive regular written feed-

back. Each unit culminates in a multiple -choice 

quiz completed using google forms.   Pupils also 

complete their own learning log throughout each 

year, outlining what is delivered in projects, and 

how they have responded to teacher feedback.   

  

ICT & Computing in year 7 

In year 7 students learn how to use ICT for 

presentation, research, modelling, multimedia 

and coding activities. They learn to use several 

different ICT & computing 

applications to solve larger 

and more complex problems. 

This is achieved through one 

lesson per week. The 

knowledge, skills and under-

standing that pupils gain is 

also applied to other areas of 

the curriculum where ICT is 

used extensively.   

  

At the start of year 7 students begin by  

completing an introduction to the network, where 

they are introduced to Google Classroom, and 

cloud storage using Google Drive. During their 

first project, students complete a website design 

unit, where they develop their research, analysis, 

and digital creation skills using Google Sites. The 

second project involves pupils completing an ex-

tensive online e -safety course, through the ôOnline 

Safety Allianceõ organisation. This involves  

students learning about cyber -security,  

relationships, online bully-

ing, use of smart phones & 

airdrop, grooming, live 

streaming,  

ICT & Computing - Key Stage 3 
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digital citizenship & importance of their digital 

footprint, and how to find help and report  

concerns online. During project three, students 

are introduced to their first ôProgramming  

Essentialsõ unit, using Scratch 3.0 which helps 

them improve knowledge & confidence of key  

programming constructs such as sequencing, vari-

ables & iteration. Project four, ôModelling dataõ, 

introduces key aspects of modelling data using 

Google sheets spreadsheet software. The final 

project in year 7, is the second ôProgramming  

Essentialsõ unit where pupils continue to use 

Scratch 3.0 to develop skills of using control 

structures, sequencing, selection & iteration to 

solve increasingly complex problems. Throughout 

this year, students also complete the first section 

of the ôcomputer science essentialsõ online course, 

provided by code.org, for homework activities, 

which reinforces the elements introduced during 

the scratch programming projects.  

  

ICT & Computing in year 8 

In year 8 students continue to develop their  

creative & problem solving skills, and gain rele-

vant experience to help prepare them for their 

option choices process. This is achieved through 

two lessons each week. 

At the beginning of year 8 students are  

introduced to industry standard game design  

software, Fusion 2.5 by Clickteam, to enable them 

to develop their creative & game skills, by design-

ing and creating a bespoke game design. Project 

two involves students refreshing and updating 

their knowledge of e -safety, through the Online 

Safety Alliance course, which has new content & 

knowledge requirements added each year.  

 

During their next project, students are introduced 

to their first text -based coding language, Html, 

where they complete a range of tasks producing 

online birthday cards, storybooks, and recipes 

presented in the form of website pages. Project 

four, mobile -app development takes students 

from the role of designer to project manager in 

order to create their own mobile app, using 

ôapplabõ software on code.org. Project five entitled 

ôintroduction to Python programmingõ, introduces 

students to their second text based programming 

language. This project reinforces their knowledge 

& understanding of core computer science princi-

ples, including sequencing, selection, iteration & 

other associated concepts. During this project, 

students experience the ôPRIMMõ method of 

learning to program and create code, (predict, 

run, investigate, modify and make). Project six, 

ôUltimate Breakoutõ allows students to research, 

plan, design, create & test a game design for a 

specific business context, from initial concept to 

final game solution. The final project in year 8 

enables students to gain experience of using  

industry standard three -dimensional modelling & 

animation software, ôBlenderõ, to create and  

animate a range of different designs.

We are putting a greater emphasis on independent and self - directed study with an independent 

project in year 7 and 8 in the summer term .

Revision Timetable for year 11   
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History at KS3  

As history is an option subject at GCSE, years 7 

and 8 provide us with an opportunity to try and 

develop an interest in history for all pupils. The 

curriculum is intended to introduce students to the 

breadth and depth of the discipline of History.  

 

We aim to create capable historians, but more im-

portantly foster a genuine love of the subject. We 

challenge students to think, act and speak like 

true historians: to research thoroughly, to weigh -

up evidence, to evaluate interpretations and devel-

op arguments.  

 

The curriculum has been planned to inspire and 

enthuse students, and where possible to link to 

contemporary issue and discussions. The curricu-

lum has also been designed to incorporate a varie-

ty of skills that students need to develop to be suc-

cessful not only in history but in other subjects at 

Alcester Academy and their life beyond school.  

 

We teach students the importance of challenging 

different viewpoints, evaluating different interpre-

tations, and how to create a coherent argument. 

We teach empathy and tolerance and an under-

standing of how history has created the world we 

live in today.  

Students are taught a range 
of historical events, figures, 
and time periods across 
years 7 and 8.  

 

Topics studied in year 7 include:  

Historical skills, The Norman Conquest, The Cru-

sades, Magna Carta, The Black Death, The Peas-

ants Revolt, and the Tudors (Henry VII, Henry 

VIII, Mary I, Edward VI, and Elizabeth I)   

 

Topics studied in year 8 include:  

The Slave Trade, The French Revolution, World 

War 1, the growth of the Nazi party and life in  

Nazi Germany, World War 2, and The Holocaust.  

 

We implement our curriculum through a range of 

teaching approaches including role play, games, 

card sorts and creative tasks as well as more  

traditional source -based questions and essay  

writing. Discussion and debate are a regular  

feature of lessons.
