We are delighted to hear that you have accepted a Year 7 place for «Forename» at Alcester 
Academy in September 2020 to continue «His__Her» education from the age of 11 through to 16.  I 
believe you’ve made an excellent choice.  «Forename» will be joining an academy which has 
consistently performed in the top 10% of schools nationally, including being named as one of the top
